(spindles, rotors, air-jets, shuttle and shuttle-less looms) and raw materials
consumption (cotton and man-made fibres) in the short-staple organized (spinning
mill-) sector of the textile industries in virtually all textile-producing countries in the
world. The information in this report is based on data collected from national textile
associations and other publicly available sources.

Each of the three main sections in the publication (spinning capacities, weaving
capacities, raw materials consumption) begins with a graphical illustration of the most
salient features of some of the data contained in the subsequent detailed tables.

The geographical grouping of countries is based on continents. For Europe and the
Americas, a further division has been made according to regions.
